Christmas is upon us, and soon so will crumpled wrapping paper, leftover food, and
empty plastic and cardboard packaging...now what are we to do with it all?

Click on these links for more information on each waste item:;

e Recycle all plastic 1 - 7, but NOT plastic bags. Bring plastic bags to Fry's, Lowes,
and Walmart.

e Trash - non recyclable material - must be bagged and tied before being put into the
trash cart. Food wastes, cloth, and yard waste should never be put into the recycle
container.

e Electronic waste and other hazardous materials.

The Streets Division is responsible for everything on city owned streets including signs,
marking, sweeping, emergency cleanup, traffic signals, street lights (lights n HOA community
parks and greenbelts are the responsibility of the HOA), and street and sidewalk
maintenance.
