 1. 	Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance/Roll Call 
Natalie Abeyta, Chairperson called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm

Members Present – Board Members Linda Gross, Natalie Abeyta, Garnett Sailor, Stephen Rugh, Matthew Dudley, and Council Liaison Councilperson Michelle Hess.

Staff Present –Community Services Interim Director Miranda Gomez, Conservation and Project Manager Robert Wisener, Community Center Manager Phil Yabes, Parks Manager DiAnna Lipe, and Management Assistant Robyn Jacobs.

2. 	Comments from the Public – none 

3. 	Approval of Meeting Minutes for May 15, 2018
A motion made by Steve Rugh and seconded by Linda Gross. Vote was taken.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. 	New Business 
4a. - Tour of New Restrooms at Earl Edgar Recreational Facility
Board members toured the new restrooms at Earl Edgar Recreational Facility that was a capital improvement project (CIP) in the City.  The new restrooms have individual stalls with a toilet and sink in each restroom.  There is also a drinking fountain.    

4b. - CIP Project Updates
DiAnna Lipe, Parks Manger gave a PowerPoint presentation on work completed by staff and various projects underway in city parks.  Signage discussed at parks. Overview of remodeling of both softball fields, working with Boy Scouts painting at Rodeo Arena, building of owl condominiums, and other projects completed and underway. Lipe reported no one was injured on playgrounds this year due to regular inspections and repairs. Future projects include replacement of 25-year old playground structure at Serena Park. Michelle Hess inquired about putting in a dog park at Serena Park.  Lipe stated the area is retention and not really suitable for dog park. Lipe stated replacement stadium lighting and two new lights being added at Earl Edgar.  Lipe said project should start late November. Lipe announced funding secured to replace equipment in current skate park located next to pool.  Overview of project provided. Hess asked about releasing info on the projects to the public.  Gomez stated some information will be released by Construction and Procurement. 



4c. - Skyline Regional Park trail usage during excessive heat.
Bob Wisener, Conservation & Project Manager, gave PowerPoint presentation on trail usage at Skyline Regional Park during hot weather.  Wisener reported there have been 42 rescues at Skyline during past three years. Wisener stated the heaviest usage is between January and March with lowest usage in July and August.  

Review held of rescue incident involving hiker and his dog where dog passed.  Steve Rugh inquired about transporting injured.  Wisener responded that it depends on the injury and location of the incident. Wisener stated the city has educational information and signage posted at trail head, as well as hot weather trail advisories posted on website.  Natalie asked about including information at trailhead on how much water a person needs. Wisener replied it is hard to set specific amount of water needed. Stated rule of thumb- once half water gone, turn around.  

Wisener stated Phoenix has 200 rescues a year in their parks and Phoenix Parks Board banned dogs on trails when temperatures are above 100 degrees. Signs are posted at all trail heads of heat warning.  Rugh inquired as to how this was working. Wisener responded Phoenix has more staff than Buckeye and do more education, signage, and have an advertising campaign. Gomez said she spoke with Buckeye Police regarding the possibility of an ordinance being enacted and was advised their department will take anything to allow them to approach and provide education.  Wisener asked the board if they were comfortable with him working on a policy to prohibit dogs on the trails when temperatures exceed 100 degrees. 

Hess suggested additional education and signage stating not recommended to take dog out in extreme heat.  Rugh stated the board should consider education and signage instead of enacting an ordinance.  Michelle Hess stated she did not have a problem with that and suggested additional information be placed on the website. Wisener stated he will work on signage and educational materials for website. 

4d. Possible cancellation of November 21, 2018 Community Services Advisory Board meeting. 
Miranda Gomez, Interim Director led discussion on the upcoming November meeting scheduled for the day before Thanksgiving. Further discussion held on when current meetings are scheduled. Michelle Hess asked about having the meetings on Wednesday. Gomez advised it is up to the board as to what day and time meetings are held. Hess inquired about meeting during the day and suggested a poll be taken of the board members to determine if a different meeting day and/or time would work with board members. Gomez advised a poll can be sent. Steve Rugh said poll results can be placed on the next meeting agenda for discussion and possible action. Steve Rugh made a motion to move the November meeting to Wednesday, November 14th at 6:30 p.m. Motion seconded by Garnett Sailor. Motion approved. 
	
5.	Staff Report
Miranda Gomez provided a print copy of the first Community Services Annual Report.  She advised this is the first time the department has compiled an annual report and tells the department’s story from last year.  The report covers program highlights, revenues, event participation, updates on facilities and parks. Gomez told the board there is a limited number of hard copies but the document can be found electronically on the website.  

6. 	Comments from the Chair and Board Members

Matthew Dudley discussed I-10 improvements and divergent diamond intersections being planned.  Stated he talked with ADOT and asked if they could come to Buckeye and make a presentation.
